Kansas’ rate of Sudden Infant Death Syndrome (SIDS) is among the top three causes 

of infant mortality;

Whereas, 
the infant mortality rate is a basic indicator for population health, primarily


pointing at the quality of perinatal and infant care;

Whereas, 
a significant number of the infant deaths in Kansas can be attributed to sleep related 

deaths and SIDS;

Whereas, 
the Kansas legislature is greatly concerned about infant mortality and the devastating 

impact on Kansas families;

Whereas, 
the tragedy of SIDS occurs on all socio-economic levels and ethnicities, although the 

rate of SIDS is higher for African American infants;

Whereas, 
research has shown that SIDS and sleep related deaths can be reduced by placing 


infants to sleep alone on their backs in a safety approved crib; 

Whereas, 
following the ABCs of safe sleep (Alone, on the Back, and in a Crib) can help 


parents and caregivers ensure the safety and survival of their infants; and

Whereas, 
SIDS Awareness Month will raise awareness and promote the ABCs of safe sleep 


throughout the state to spare families the tragedy of Sudden Infant Death;
NOW, THEREFORE, be it resolved that I/We the Mayor of (your town), do hereby proclaim October 1-31, 2011 to be  

SUDDEN INFANT DEATH SYNDROME (SIDS) AWARENESS MONTH
