KSA 65-1113(e) defines a ñprofessional nurseò as a person who is licensed to practice 

professional nursing as defined in part (1) of subsection (d) of this section.

KSA 65-1113 (d)(1)(2) specifies under the ñPractice of Nursingò that the practice of 

professional nursing as performed by a registered professional nurse or licensed practical 

nurse for compensation or gratuitously  is applicable é.. except as permitted by KSA 65-

1124. 

KSA 65-1124 indicates specific nursing services are not prohibited from being performed by 

someone other than an RN or LPN.   It states é (l)  the ñperformance of attendant care 

services directed by or on behalf of an individual in need of in-home care as the term 

ñattendant care servicesò and ñindividual in need of in-home careò are defined under KSA 

65-6201 and amendments theretoò é are not prohibited. 
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
