This is the native prairie.  It is actually virgin prairie that was fortunate enough to escape the plow.  It has been part of the farm since it was homesteaded in the late 1800s.  This is probably one of the truest examples of early Kansas that we can share with the participants.  The grass on the prairie can become tall enough at points that the children are actually able to fully immerse themselves in the habitat.

The Smoky Hill River is one of the favorite habitats on the farm.  Its sights and sounds allow participants to dream of adventures both past and future.  It is filled with various organisms from four-footed creatures to the shelled snails that crawl along its banks.
