Disaster Management of Controlled Substances 

	REQUIREMENTS

	Local Health Departments must coordinate all pharmaceutical services in compliance with the Kansas Pharmacy Act, the Kansas Uniform Controlled Substances Act including K.S.A. 65-4101 – K.S.A. 65-4139, federal drug laws, and all applicable regulations.  As explained in the Mass Dispensing Standard Operating Guide: Controlled substances require special receiving, storage, and shipping protocols.  Substances must be signed for by a licensed DEA registrant.  A local licensed DEA registrant’s information including a copy of the DEA license and specific requirements for dealing with controlled substances including DEA Form 222 must be kept on file as designated in the Mass Dispensing Standard Operating Guide.  DEA registrant designee include licensed DEA registrant hospital, health department, local medical director, and/or pharmacy.
