	Medicines work best when taken as directed 
	The directed dosage that appears on the label should always be followed. 
	Following the label directions and any advice given at the clinic by health professionals will help ensure a favorable outcome.

Notes

Persons who were given an antibiotic/antiviral such as insert medication type should continue taking them at the recommended dosage until they are gone. 

Insert medication a prescription antibiotic/antiviral drug, may reduce the severity of illness of insert disease, but its effectiveness will vary in each person. The drug must be taken within 48 hours in order to provide any benefit. 
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
