	There is an ample supply of medication and medication is free of charge. 
	Please carefully follow the directions for any medication you have been provided. Take medicine as directed until the container is empty.

Insert medication a prescription antibiotic/antiviral drug, may reduce the severity of illness of insert disease, but its effectiveness will vary in each person. The drug must be taken within 48 hours in order to provide any benefit. 
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
