These items are found
primarily in the cervical section with most
of the changes linked to the use of the
Bethesda 2001 system.  HPV testing is now
reimbursable by the program and the billing
information at the bottom of the form has
been expanded to include HPV testing and
cytopathology when indicated.   If you have

CAD Mammography
    Many of the partners and providers of FREE to Know have asked why we are unable to
reimburse for Computer Aided Detection Mammography.  This program is funded entirely
through a grant from Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC.)  The CDC is quite
specific in providing reimbursable expenditures and CAD is no longer a reimbursable
expense.   
   Kansas will be alert to any changes or updates in the possibility of reimbursement for
CAD, but at this time, any billing for CAD will be rejected as a non-covered expense.
