*The Kansas Department of Health and Environment (KDHE) has the authority to define what diseases shall be regarded as dangerous to the public health and to require the reporting of such diseases. Under this authority KDHE has established regulations making certain diseases reportable (K.S.A. 65-118 and K.S.A. 65-128, and amendments thereto).
