Chief Chat — As 2015 comes to an end, we look to 2016 with anticipation of many great successes in our
collaborative efforts to assure the prevention of disease in Kansas through vaccination. We want to thank each of
you for your support and understanding as we have moved through many challenging transitions in the KIP in 2015.
We are looking forward to serving your needs in 2016 with new ideas and new visions for successful collaboration.

The first change of the new year is related to a change in policy around vaccine ordering frequency options for our
highest dosing VFC providers. For those providers who order and administer greater than 500 doses per month on
average for six months or longer, the ordering system will allow for a second order each month. This is strictly a
voluntary option for those larger providers and is not required. If you as a larger provider prefer to remain on the
same once -per -month ordering process you may do so. The following criteria will be applied to this policy.

1. Providers with a six month history of ordering/administering greater than 500 doses of vaccine (seasonal flu
excluded) will be allowed the option of placing 2 orders per month. (we have identified who those providers
are at the present time and this list is provided on page 3 in this edition of What's Happening Wednesday).

2. Providers choosing this option will be required to complete the reconciliation and submit temperature logs or
download data loggers at the time of placing each order.

3. Orders must be at least ten days apart.

We are also increasing the frequency of the rotation of the on-call nurse. Rotation has been happening monthly but
will now be occurring every two weeks. Providers will always be able to call the same phone number (785-296-5592)
as we indicated in the last What's Happening Wednesday. We will provide reminders weekly as to who is on call as
we have been doing in the event you prefer emailing the nurse, but here is the planned schedule for the first several
months of 2016 if you would like to have it in advance.

VFC Question of the Week-

Q: The pneumococcal conjugate vaccine (PCV13) package insert says that in adults, antibody
responses to Prevnar13 (Pfizer) were diminished when given with inactivated influenza vaccine. Does this
mean we should not give PCV13 and influenza vaccine at the same visit?

A No. The available data have been interpreted that any changes in antibody response to either vaccines'
components were clinically insignificant. If PCV13 and influenza vaccine are both indicated and recommended they

Vaccine-Preventable Disease Outbreaks

Pertussis “Whooping Cough” — RENO COUNTY: The pertussis outbreak in Reno County was declared over De-
cember 27, 2015. A total of 93 cases have been identified and linked to the outbreak thus far, but case counts may
increase as Reno County finalizes a few case investigations.

Varicella “Chickenpox” — DOUGLAS COUNTY: KDHE and Douglas County Health Department are investigating an
outbreak of varicella. Currently, five cases have been identified and linked to the outbreak.

Influenza Surveillance
Kansas continues to experience low influenza activity as reported by Influenza-like lliness Network (ILINet) sites.
Influenza-like iliness is defined as a fever (> 100 degrees F) and the presence of a cough and/or sore throat. ILINet sites
also submit up to two specimen for testing the Kansas Health and Environmental Laboratories (KHEL). These specimens
help monitor the types of influenza that are present in Kansas. During the week ending December 26", ILINet sites
reported 1.4% of visits were due to influenza-like illness. There have been no positive influenza specimens tested at
KHEL.

REMINDERS: Providers may place the excess doses on the KIP Redistribution list if:

1) The vaccine has a minimum of 90 days and a maximum of 365 days before the vaccine's expiration date;
2) The ordering provider is responsible for any doses which expire on the redistribution list that have not been
accepted for transfer to another VFC provider;

3) Providers accepting vaccine from the redistribution list are responsible for using the doses once they are
transferred. KIP encourages providers to accept only doses they can administer before the expiration date;
4) The transferring and receiving provider will document these doses on their monthly MIR/reconciliation
reports as transferred vaccines.

5) Once vaccine is transferred please contact KIP to let us know so we can adjust the redistribution list by
either deleting the line or by reducing the amount of doses.

6) All vaccines must be in full boxes

7) The KIP nurse consultant who is on call must be contacted prior to transferring vaccine

8) Providers are responsible for keeping KIP notified if there is a change in amount of doses available for
redistribution.

9) When placing an order, you may be contacted if the vaccine you are trying to order is on the redistribution
list.

10) Varicella and Proquad, will not be posted on the VFC or Private Vaccine Redistribution List.

Frozen Varivax vaccines are very intolerant to out of range temperatures. To prevent potential vaccine waste
the Kansas Immunization Program requests that Varivax containing vaccines not be transferred to other
providers.
