I. Purpose of Kansas Watershed Partnership

Assure that all Kansas water resource stakeholders are implementing the Kansas Watershed Restoration and Protection Strategy by providing advice and counsel to the WRAPS Work Group and promoting stakeholder participation in WRAPS projects.

II. STATEMENT OF PRINCIPLES
1. The present and future health and welfare of Kansas depends on its water resources.  The Kansas Watershed Restoration and Protection Strategy (KS-WRAPS) ensures that watersheds provide clean water, an adequate drinking water supply, wildlife habitat, flood management, recreation, food and fiber as well as other needs.

2. KS-WRAPS engages watershed stakeholders in a process of implementing a stakeholder developed action plan that achieves stakeholder established watershed goals.

3. Effective administration of the KS-WRAPS process requires the coordinated leadership of Kansas’ water resource management agencies, ensuring effective application of existing state, federal and local authorities and voluntary citizen actions.

4. The complex interaction of biology, chemistry, hydrology, soil, watershed morphology, cultures and political jurisdictions within an individual watershed requires that watershed stakeholders lead development and implementation of individual watershed restoration and protection strategies.

5. Financial assistance provided by the State of Kansas for developing and implementing individual watershed restoration and protection strategies shall be directed by a priority system that considers state and local interests in the watershed as well as previous management commitments made to the watershed.

6. The state priority interest shall consider high priority TMDLs, special aquatic life water, drinking water source protection, sensitive groundwater, riparian area management, federal reservoir drinking water, reservoir sedimentation, flooding and other issues as necessary.

7. The local priority interest shall consider local commitment, geographic scope, scope and extent of water resource issues addressed, diversity of stakeholder team, and other issues as necessary.

8. The KS-WRAPS priority system will be the basis for recommendations to the appropriate federal agencies for directing available federal resources.

9. Effective water resource management occurs when watershed stakeholders strive to achieve consensus through collaborative dialogue.

10. Voluntary implementation of watershed restoration and protection measures is preferred but available enforcement tools shall be used when and where necessary.

III. General Duties and Responsibilities of the Watershed Partner

1. Accept and adhere to the Statement of Principles set out as Section II above.

2. At the request of the WRAPS Work Group, provide comments on proposed watershed restoration and protection projects and draft work products of the WRAPS Work Group.

3. Upon invitation of the WRAPS Work Group, participate on ad hoc study teams established by the WRAPS Work Group.

4. Assure that the Watershed Partner’s members, clients and constituents:

a. Are aware of the Kansas Watershed Restoration and Protection Strategy,

b. Are encouraged to participate as stakeholders on individual watershed restoration and protection project teams, and

c. Are encouraged to bring watershed management issues, concerns and recommendations to the attention of the WRAPS Work Group in a timely manner.

5. Encourage peer organizations to apply for membership in the Kansas Watershed Partnership.

IV. Services and Resources

The Watershed Partner agrees to provide the services and resources listed and described on Table 2.A (attached).

V. Signatures

As attested by signature, the Watershed Partner:

1. Accepts and agrees to the terms of this agreement.  The terms of this agreement shall stand until such time as:

a. The Governor chooses to dissolve the Sub-Cabinet or,

b. The Sub-Cabinet chooses to dissolve the Watershed Partnership or,

c. The Watershed Partner and Sub-Cabinet mutually agree to amend the terms of the agreement, or

d. The Watershed Partner or the Sub-Cabinet chooses to cancel this agreement.

2. Agrees that upon execution of this agreement, this Cooperative Agreement shall be appended to and become a part of Attachment 2 to the Sub-Cabinet Memorandum of Agreement concerning – Implementation of the Kansas Watershed Restoration and Protection Strategy
