2011 Nutrition Services Plan Guidance
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Introduction
It is strongly recommended that you read through the guidance material before you begin and review the checklist of items to include in your plan before sending it to the State Agency.

The following guidance describes components of the 2011 Nutrition Services Plan (NSP) and provides directions for completing the plan.  All segments should reflect services for your total agency (all clinics in one plan).

The Nutrition Services Plan is a continuous process of assessment, implementing strategies, and evaluating results.  The Nutrition Services Plan Process is shown graphically below.  It is important that agencies take time regularly to assess their needs and work toward improvement.   The Nutrition Services Plan provides one tool to accomplish this task.
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Beginning in 2008, Local Agencies were introduced to the Keys to Excellence concept as part of the Value Enhanced Nutrition Assessment (VENA) training.  The Keys to Excellence program expands the competencies of VENA to include portions of the Nutrition Services Standards and aspects of the Nutrition Education Policy Guidance.   Keys to Excellence will emphasize many of the components of the USDA initiative to Revitalize Quality Nutrition Services.  
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Excellence in WIC must encompass all areas of WIC services, not just nutrition education.  As we move toward implementation of the Keys to Excellence philosophy, we will be asking Local Agencies to assess their progress in a number of key areas.  These include:

Improving all areas of WIC will enhance every agency’s ability to provide quality WIC services: providing what the client needs and wants, improving staff satisfaction, and building stronger community ties.

One action plan will address breastfeeding education and support, and a second will address an area chosen by the local agency from the additional components shown above.  For each plan, the agency will complete a review process which includes a description of current services.  The forms included in the Appendix will guide you through the review and plan process.

Nutrition Services Plan Policy and Procedure
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POLICY: ADM: 04.00.00
Subject:  Nutrition Services Plan

Effective Date: October 1, 2008


Revised from: October 1, 2004

Policy: Agencies shall develop an annual Nutrition Services Plan (NSP) that is consistent with the State’s nutrition goals and objectives.  The annual plan shall adhere to State guidance and be submitted by November 1 of each year.  The licensed dietitian and local Nutrition Services Coordinator (if not the same person) coordinate the development of the plan with input from all WIC staff (including clerks and Health Department Administrators).  The Agency shall share appropriate components of their plans with their partners, including other public and private organizations.

Reference:  CFR §246.11, WIC Nutrition Services Standard 5

Procedure:

1. The Nutrition Services Plan Guidance is provided by the State Agency to Local Agencies in May of each year.  (See Appendix 2 for the current guidance materials) 

2. The Agency will submit its plan to its assigned State Nutritionist by November 1 each year.  The State Nutritionist will notify each local agency of the approval of its plan.  If the plan is incomplete or not approved, the Nutritionist will notify the local agency of the revisions required before giving final approval.

3. The plan will include:

A review of the previous year’s nutrition action plans;

A review of nutrition education efforts planned for the coming year;

A staff training plan; and

Nutrition Action Plans including goals and objectives based upon a needs   assessment.

The Nutrition Services Plan may include other sections related to nutrition education standards.

2011 Action Plans
Each local agency must complete two action plans for 2011:

1. The first plan should address some aspect of breastfeeding promotion or support.

2. The second plan should address another aspect of the Keys to Excellence that staff has determined in the NSP process could be improved.  A different Key to Excellence focus must be chosen than was selected for the previous year’s NSP, unless approval is obtained from your state nutritionist.
How to begin:

1. Have a conversation (informally or at a staff meeting) with all WIC staff to review the information in the NSP guidance and determine how action plans will be completed.  These conversations should continue throughout the year as the plan is implemented.

2. Review the information from earlier portions of the NSP to see what areas may need improvement.

3. Choose one focus for each plan for the agency.

4. Choose one or more objectives to help meet this goal for your chosen focus.
5. If your Plan results in increased WIC costs, a Budget Revision may need to be submitted.

6. To write the breastfeeding action plan, use the action plan form with the statewide goal included.  

7. Design one or more objectives, tailored with percentages and time frames that reflect your agency’s efforts.  For instance, if your focus is to decrease the use of formula discharge packs in local hospitals and clinics, your objective might be that “By August 2011, ______% of all hospitals and physician clinics in ______County will no longer provide formula discharge packs to their clients.”  Be sure the objective you write is time sensitive, measurable, and specific.

8. Develop an action plan for your objective(s).  Be specific in what actions will be taken.  A minimum of 3 action plan steps must be included for each objective.  At least one step needs to address a significantly new or improved strategy toward your objective.  Each action step should be of sufficient quality/depth to reflect the effort involved in reaching the objective.  Please identify new strategies with a “*” or bold face font.
9. Indicate who will be responsible for each action plan step and the anticipated date of completion.  

10. At the bottom of the form, describe your evaluation method.  Be specific what KWIC reports or other methods will be used in the evaluation process.

11. To write the second action plan, use the action plan form.  No statewide goal is included.  A goal may be developed for any of the other Keys to Excellence components.  Choose a focus based on a need identified elsewhere in the NSP.  A different Key to Excellence focus must be chosen than was selected for the previous year’s NSP (unless prior approval is obtained from your state nutritionist).  Add one or more objectives to help meet this goal for your chosen focus.  Write the action plan for your objective(s).  Be specific in what actions will be taken.
