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concentrations, and not representative of actual conditions. The culprit was explained to
potentially be due to a faulty filter.

e Tetrachlorethene (PCE) was detected at a concentration of 12.2 pg/L in GP-2, which
exceeds the RSK. However, the laboratory noted that PCE was also detected in the
method blank associated with GP-2, and that the results may be biased by carryover from
a previously analyzed sample

In summary, shallow subsurface soil is not impacted. However, further groundwater sampling is
necessary to confirm and validate the suspect data collected from GP-6 and GP-2. The City of
Wichita will facilitate the sampling and the samples will be submitted to the KDHE laboratory
for analysis. The results will be submitted under a separate decision form.
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The conclusions and recommendations provided herein are based exclusively on the conditions identified through
the Brownfields Assessment. Future contaminant releases on the subject property and/or future discovery of
additional environmental impacts may warrant subsequent response not discussed in the BTA report or this
document.
