A Current benefit is $30/senior in the form of 10 -
$3 checks.

A Checks to be redeemed by certified farmers
between June and October

A Income guidelines by individual:

i $1,670 per month or less

I More than one individual per household can receive
the benefit

A Agreement between the Farmer and the
Kansas Department of Health &
Environment Is valid for 3 years

A Vendor Agreement is required (submitted

on-line)

A Will expire at the end of the 2012 program
year

A Only one agreement per operation is
required
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Eligible Food Choices

A Only fresh, nutritious unprepared, locally grown
fruits, vegetables, herbs, and honey for human
consumption

A Eligible foods may not prepared beyond their
natural states except for their usual harvesting
and cleaning processes

A Locally grown = Grown in Kansas or in a county

A Grocery store purchases

A Non-locally grown fruits, vegetables,
herbs, and honey
