MEDIA: Markers, watercolors, tempera, oils, crayon, chalk, acrylic or colored pencils are all acceptable.  
Please do not use pen & ink.  

ELIGIBILITY: Please note that we cannot publish copyrighted materials such as comic strip characters.  
Also ineligible are team – oriented pieces of art such as the Wildcats, Jayhawks, Royals, and Chiefs. 
SORRY, in order to be fair to participants, first place winners from the previous two years are not eligible 
to participate.
