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Kansas Strategic National Stockpile Management

Purpose 

This section describes the process for requesting, receiving, managing, and distributing the contents of the SNS. The Division of Strategic National Stockpile (DSNS) is managed at the national level by the US Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) Coordinating Office for Terrorism Preparedness and Emergency Response (COPTER). The SNS is a source of certain medications, vaccines, medical supplies, equipment, and federal medical stations to assist states in their response to a localized terrorist attacks, natural disasters or industrial accidents. The SNS has four components: 12-hour Push Packages, Managed Inventory (MI), Federal Medical Stations (FMS), and Pandemic Flu Assets. The state will request SNS assets as soon as it becomes apparent that local and state assets will be depleted.  A 12-hour Push-Package will arrive within 12 hours of the federal decision to deploy. If necessary, MI will follow a 12-hour Push Package and will provide additional specific drugs or medical supplies tailored to support the event. The MI may also be shipped alone in circumstances where the State can clearly identify the need for specific drugs or medical materiel,. Federal medical stations are modular and scalable medical surge capacity that will be shipped in conjunction with other SNS assets or alone. The federal stockpile of antiviral medications, PPE, ventilators, and vaccines are part of SNS and will be delivered according to the federal pandemic flu plan
Policy

The local health departments will request deployment of SNS assets from KDHE as soon as local officials determine that it is necessary to do so to protect the public health. The local Mass Dispensing Standard Operating Guide (MD SOG) addresses the number of doses a person can pick up, unaccompanied minors, and identification requirements to receive medications. The SOG also addresses the credentialing process for staff and volunteers at SNS sites.

Legal

The standing order for SNS medications dispensed in Kansas will be written by the State Health Officer according to procedures found in internal SNS operating guides. The standing order for local and regional caches will be written by local health officer or other local medical professional.

During a declared emergency in Kansas in which local health departments are required to mass dispense medications, the Governor of Kansas will issue an Executive Order to suspend state pharmacy regulations for the duration of the emergency.

Kansas SNS Infrastructure 

The SNS incident command functions can be found (enter where the SNS functions are found in your county ICS).  All Job Action Sheets and corresponding organizational charts can be found in the  MPD SOG.  All personnel assigned to leadership roles are trained and have participated in exercises to ensure the adequacy of the training and the job aids.  This training and exercising is on-going and continues to build upon previous SNS training and exercise activities. Training includes NIMS (IS-700), Introduction to SNS in Kansas, and job specific orientation and training.

Requesting the SNS 

The following factors may be considered to support a request for the SNS:

· Overt release of a chemical or biological agent

· Claim of release by intelligence or law enforcement

· Indications from intelligence or law enforcement of a likely attack

· Clinical or epidemiological indications

· Large number of ill persons with similar disease or syndrome

· Large number of unexplained disease, syndrome, or deaths

· Unusual illness in a population

· Higher than normal morbidity and mortality from a common disease or syndrome

· Failure of a common disease to respond to usual therapy

· Single case of disease from an uncommon agent

· Multiple unusual or unexplained disease entities in the same patient

· Disease with unusual geographic or seasonal distribution

· Multiple atypical presentations of disease agents

· Simultaneous clusters of similar illness in non-contiguous areas

· Atypical aerosol, food, water transmission

· 3 people presenting the same symptoms near the same time

· Deaths or illness among animals that precedes or accompanies human death

· Illnesses in people not exposed to common vent systems

· Laboratory results

· Unexplainable increase in emergency medical service requests

· Unexplained increase in antibiotic prescriptions or over-the-counter medication use
· The following individuals are authorized by the health department and hospital to request medical supplies and medications on behalf of the hospital and health department (identify two people from the health department and the hospital in the community who have the authority to request SNS materials through emergency management.) 

X County will request SNS materiel using the WebEOC system or (list backup method of requesting such as phone, fax, or radio). All orders will be coordinated through X County Emergency Management and sent to the SEOC.  

Logistical Support

The CDC will arrange for SNS assets to be shipped directly to the designated Receipt, Storage and Staging (RSS) warehouse at the state level.  

The state will ship SNS assets to one health department and one hospital location in each county. The location for receipt of these assets in (X county) can be found  in the MPD SOG and on Pharmfinder. 

Logistical support for local SNS distribution and dispensing will be provided by (enter agency here). If additional support is needed the LEOC will be consulted and a mission tasking assigned. 

Dispensing the SNS

SNS dispensing activities shall be conducted with staff and/volunteers coordinated by thehealth department and other allied healthcare providers, in accordance with the MPD SOG. 

Security for the dispensing sites will be the responsibility of (list local law enforcement agency here).  If resources permit, the state may augment local security resources with personnel from the Kansas Highway Patrol and the Kansas National Guard.  Requests for state security resources will be directed to the SEOC through the LEOC.

Hospitals and treatment centers will coordinate their actions with the local health department.  Plans have been developed to identify local medical facilities that will be used as treatment centers.  These facilities may need medical supplies and pharmaceuticals from the SNS.  Local hospitals and health departments have local plans in place detailing the coordination of requests for SNS assets, handling of symptomatic individuals at the POD sites, and transport of these individuals.
