	Flu pandemics are caused by strains of flu viruses that have not been seen before in humans.
	Doses of the vaccine could be distributed first to people who provide essential services, such as health care, fire/EMS and law enforcement. 
	Vaccine remains the most effective defense against flu viruses.

	 It is necessary to identify the virus before a vaccine can be produced. 

	The vaccine would then be distributed to the public as larger amounts become available.
